AIM To learn, develop and understand the correct usage of
vocabulary.
LEVEL Pre-intermediate
TIME 50 minutes
PROCEDURE Before starting, tell the students that in the following exercise
they are not allowed to use their bilingual dictionaries. Instead,
they can either use English — English dictionaries (if available)
or ask you, the teacher for an explanation of words they do
not understand in English.
Students must then match five lexical items together, write
them down in one of the boxes, and then decide on the
collective name for those five items. This can be done in
groups, pairs or individually — depending on the level of the
students. It can also be done progressively, first of all as
individually, then in pairs, then groups, then as a class.
As a follow-up activity, organise the class into groups, and
have a brainstorming competition for additional words for each
group. (This can also be done as homework).
